Emphasis on developing a clear understanding of screen acting requirements including personalization, physicalisation, the camera and its perspectives, style, terminology, application of analysis, the thought process, performance through the visual, working for and within the frame, listening & sensing, and shooting the screentest.

Additionally, students will conduct comprehensive scene and character analyses in the form of a detailed scene score. All of the above will be utilized in assisting the student in developing a reliable technique in pursuing playable objectives.


Scene Study for the Camera Actor
Emphasis on action-based character and script analysis, development of scene scoring skills, personalization, and creating truthful moment to moment spontaneity; Exploration of body, voice and speech awareness and control for the camera actor; Students are provided with a variety of strategies to assist them in defining their personal technique for performing on-camera; Students are expected to bring their most professional and responsible sensibilities to this class. Experiential learning through goal-specific exercises and directorial feedback is the primary format of this course.  Prerequisite: an introductory acting course.


Audition Technique for the Camera Actor
Emphasis on improving the actor’s current audition skills and developing a reliable technique with which to successfully audition and/or present cold readings. Community Outreach Theatre (Drama 3490-0023) (created course)

Theatre for Youth (Drama 2320-0100) (created course)

The development and production of traditional and bilingual theatre for children. Focus is on ethnic folk tales and social justice issues. 
Acting Shakespeare  (Drama 4381) (created course)

Techniques for performing the works of William Shakespeare and other Elizabethan playwrights. Students will learn scansion and perform sonnets, monologues, and scenes from plays.

Audition Technique  (Drama 3342) (created course)

Voice and Diction (Drama 2311)

Script Analysis (Drama 3383)

Investigation of play texts, from page to stage, with emphasis on critical analysis of structure, genre, theme, style, character, language, dramatic event, and point of view of the actor, director, critic, and audience. Students will also be introduced to theatre research methods.
Improvisation (Drama 3340)

The course will focus on the study of the techniques of improvisational theatre.  Through participation in theatre games students will learn to improvise story, character and setting.  The class will survey various forms of improvisation that are active in the theatre world and work towards an expression of each of these.  This class is recommended for students of all levels as well as anyone interested in the creative process.
Dialects  (Drama 2390-0021) (created course)

Advanced techniques of vocal production and study of dialects such as: Standard English, Italian, Irish, French, Brooklynese, non-regional speech, and continued work on the International Phonetic Alphabet.
Theater Appreciation (Drama 2301)

An introduction to the role of actors, playwrights, directors, designers, and audiences in the highly collaborative art of theatre. Students learn to appreciate the artistic and intellectual processes of theatre artists and to use knowledge of historical forms and traditions in order to evaluate contemporary live theatre

Latino/Chicano Theater  (Drama 3490-0034)

Survey of Chicano and Latino theatre, its historical roots, techniques, styles and literature. Students explore and analyze the origins and development of various related forms in the context of the Chicano culture of the American Southwest and Mexico.
Stage Make-up  (Drama 3323)

Art and application of theatrical makeup, realism to fantasy. Corrective makeup; specialty makeup (aging, scars, beards, animal faces). Laboratory assignments in conjunction with all major productions.

Movement for Actors  (Drama 3345)

Development of proper physicality, stretch, and strength and on activation and direction of energy. Students develop an individual movement vocabulary and understand how to modify it to respond to emotional and physical needs of a character.

The Business of Acting  (Drama 4390) (created course)

Class will focus on the development of strategies for personal and professional development to enhance work performance and maximize professional opportunities. Areas covered include applying management skills to the business of acting, résumé preparation, getting an effective head shot, networking, meeting agents and casting directors, and becoming familiar with the relevant laws, standards, and organizations affiliated with professional acting.

Oral Communication  (Drama 3312)

This is an introductory course in public speaking, with the dual goals of helping students understand basic communication principles and improving their oral communication skills. The course emphasizes preparing, selecting, organizing, and delivering oral messages, as well as analyzing and evaluating the speaking-listening process

Mask Improvisation (Drama 2390-0032) (created course)

Mask design and construction; Emphasis on neutral and character development and improvisation.

Physical Theater  (Drama 2390-0025) (created course)

Course explores creation and development of collaboratively generated performance. Students create short performance pieces through movement, image, sound, character, and object use for class discussion and development. Goal is to create an ensemble performance work presented at semester's end.
Senior Seminar  (Drama 2390)

A series of weekly seminars covering a wide range of theater topics including presentations from industry personnel, as well as student projects and research work.
